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Wycombe FA Cup hero links up with Saints

The 34 year old striker hit the headlines back in 2001 when he answered an SOS on Ceefax from then Chairboys boss Lawrie Sanchez who had a striker crisis in the camp prior to an FA Cup quarter final against Leicester City. Essandoh scored the winning goal in that match to take Wycombe into the semi finals. 
Essandoh joins the Saints from Conference South Bishops Stortford and boasts an impressive CV that has seen him play at clubs such as Motherwell, East Fife, Barnet and Finnish club VPS Vaasa as well as represent Northern Ireland at youth level. 
Another new face at the Hunts Post Community Stadium is former Braintree and Bishops Stortford defender Scott Smith, while an attacking capture is one time Peterborough United front runner Shane Tolley who has been playing in the west country with the likes of Truro, Bideford and Barnstaple.

Crowds flock to watch newboys Lynn

League newcomers Kings Lynn Town have raised the bar for UCL attendances in the opening weeks of the season.  The new club’s home debut in the league on 14th August saw 825 spectators watch the match with Irchester – the century’s biggest top flight crowd so far – while the first midweek match at The Walks was watched by 710.

The trend has continued on the club’s travels with best crowds in years watching the games at Long Buckby and Boston Town before a visit to Peterborough Northern Star saw a record attendance for a Star home fixture.

On the field the latest addition to the squad is former Cambridge City right back Pat Bexfield.

The Linnets have been given an exemption to the fourth round of the Norfolk Senior Cup. The competition carries more prestige than many similar competitions with a Carrow Road final that usually attracts four figure attendances.
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Backroom changes for Cogenhoe

The opening weeks of the season have seen some backroom changes at Cogenhoe. Star encouraged by crowds

Peterborough Northern Star’s promotion to the Premier Division has seen a couple of bumper gates attracted to Chestnut Avenue early in the new season. 

The derby with Deeping on 17th August saw a club best 202 in attendance to see Star celebrate their first top flight success with goals from Josh Moreman and Ronnie Fortune, but just eleven days later the record was shattered by a turnout of 364 to watch the 2-0 reverse against Kings Lynn.

Recent additions to the Star squad are defender Carl Bird from Blackstones, Deeping midfielder Jimmy Dean and Yaxley goalkeeping prospect Lewis Moat.

Buckby add to strikeforce

Premier Division newcomers Irchester endured a baptism of fire in the top flight as they were beaten at Boston Town, St Neots and Kings Lynn in their first three matches in the top flight.

Injuries bit deep into the Romans squad in the opening weeks with Nicki Young (ankle), Chris Caswell (groin), Shaun Goodall (Achilles) and Michael Duroe (knee) all missing vital matches.

A squad boasting extra strength in depth bounced back though to claim wins over Rothwell Corinthians, Peterborough Northern Star and Sleaford in the first three Premier matches at Alfred Street.

Recent additions to manager Daren Young’s squad are goalkeeper Tom Cross from Corby Town and widely travelled striker Michael Chong from Weldon.
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Foundrymen strengthen squad

Stewarts & Lloyds have strengthened their squad in the opening weeks of the campaign.

The club’s Knockout Cup tie defeat at Deeping on 31st August was notable for the inclusion of three brothers in the Shopmates line up with regulars Giuliano and Addie Staffieri joined by younger sibling Nico in the Raunds team.
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Midfield shortage hits Deeping

Deeping manager Pat Rayment is battling to overcome a midfield crisis which has seen his choices restricted in that important area of the team. New recruits from Peterborough League football are Deeping Sports left back Ryan Birtles and AFC Fletton midfielder Johnny Hands.

Rayment has moved to strengthen his strikeforce by bringing in former St Albans front runner Ian Dunn from Spalding and recruiting former Outgang Road favourite Liam Harrold on a short term loan deal from St Neots where he topped the scorecharts last season. 

Corinths add to squad

New manager Jason Thurland has continued to add new faces to his squad in the search for a winning blend. The latest arrivals at Sergeant’s Lawn are Thrapston goalkeeper Dan Waters and midfielder Danny Darker and former Raunds pair, defender Tom Scarratt and midfielder Danny Hockridge.

An addition to the Waterworks Field playing staff is former Wellingborough defensive prospect Richard Bird.

They now face a third Ridgeons outfit in Felixstowe.

Desborough’s run started with a thrilling 4-3 derby success at Rothwell Town in the Extra Preliminary Round. Cup football brought Deeping their first win of the season, 3-1 against Raunds. Paul Hill, Jamie McCormack and Ryan Lomas scored for Rangers. Yaxley’s fine start to the season continued with a 2-1 home defeat of Rothwell Corinthians, Ricky Hailstone and Sam Makansi netting for the Cuckoos. A single Rob Maddox goal two minutes from time gave 2009 finalists Stewarts & Lloyds a single goal home win over Long Buckby.

Five times Knockout Cup winners Rothwell Town’s return to the competition was halted early as floodlight failure caused the abandonment of their First Round tie with ON Chenecks after just 26 minutes play. The visitors were leading 2-1 at the time.
