Wellingborough’s injury problems continue to mount with David Glass (knee) and Dan Grainger (ankle ligaments) among the latest additions to the casualty list which includes experienced campaigners John Hughes, Tim Wooding and Mark Hewitt.

Wootton embark on another manager hunt

Wootton are looking for their fourth manager since the end of last season when Phil Silvestri left Weston Park, following the resignation of Graham Radford after Blue Cross’s defeat by Raunds on 11th December.

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Korkmaz and Young win managerial awards
The November Manager of the Month awards were won by Tuncay Korkmaz of Deeping in the Premier Division and Huntingdon boss Darren Young in Division One.

League champions Deeping found their form to move into the title race during November, picking up 14 points from six Premier matches, and they also defeated local rivals Yaxley to make League Knockout Cup progress. The award is a second for Korkmaz who won the December 2006 award and was then named the league’s Manager of the Year at the end of the season.

Three days later he scored in a League Knockout Cup reverse against Deeping and on the 17th he took his month’s tally to seven with a brace against Stewarts & Lloyds. Considering the ex-Southampton striker’s scoring feats in recent seasons, it is surprisingly his first monthly award.

Book review – ‘The Amateurs Go To Town – The History of Sleaford Town Football Club’
Club histories at this level are something of a rarity but author Lloyd Harmston has produced a very comprehensive publication to record the history of football in Sleaford.

The 216 page book takes a look at the early days of football in the Lincolnshire town and many of the early and mostly short lived clubs before embarking on the story of the current club which started life as an offshoot of the town’s YMCA back in 1920.

Initially known as Sleaford Red Triangle, the club became Sleaford Amateurs before adopting the current title in 1968.

Lloyd Harmston has enjoyed a half century’s involvement with the club as player, committee man and local journalist and the book is particularly comprehensive on the last half century’s events.

The narrative is interspersed with over 160 photographs including almost fifty team shots, while the contribution of many significant individuals, both on field and off, is recorded by a series of profiles of the key figures in the club’s development.

Rounding off the book is a collection of statistics including club and individual player records.
