Three seek Step 4 places

Three Eagle Bitter UCL clubs have applied for promotion to Step 4 of the non league pyramid for season 2008-09.

A late application by St Ives Town saw them join local rivals St Neots Town and Wellingborough Town in throwing their hat into the ring for a step up the ladder.

Nationally 67 clubs have applied for an upwards move.

Burr takes charge at Wootton

Roger Burr has become Wootton’s fourth manager since the departure of Phil Silvestri from Weston Park at the end of last season.

Burr previously managed Cranfield in the Spartan South Midlands League, and before moving to the area he was reserve team manager at Kidderminster and Worcester and then had a spell in charge of Midland Combination club Earlswood.
The new Blue Cross manager enjoyed a winning start at the helm with a Boxing Day derby victory at AFC Kempston.

New additions to the Wootton squad are goalkeeper Dan Rogers from Moulton Harrox and one time Northampton Town midfielder Ricky Bulzis who has been playing for Sharnbrook.

Jarman joins the Wakes management team

Bourne have appointed Phil Jarman as assistant manager in succession to Steve Blades who has ended a five year managerial partnership with manager Glenn Notley due to work commitments.

Jarman was until recently manager of the Deeping second string who he steered to the Reserve Knockout Cup final last season.

The new assistant manager’s son Dan has also joined the Wakes from Deeping, while other new faces are former Doncaster junior, striker Alex Harrison and another front runner Ben Stainsby who returns to the Abbey Lawn after travelling abroad.
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Saints add to squad

St Neots have added a number of capable players to their squad in recent weeks as they look to push on for promotion to step 4 for season 2008-09.

Left back Paul Bloss, a former Rowley Park favourite, has rejoined the Saints from Arlesey while another recruit from the Blues is right back Dean McElroy. Also joining St Neots is 20 year old former Luton Town player Luke Maitland.

A departure from the club is player coach Steve Kuhne who has left to seek first team football.

Milestone for Smith

Blackstones midfielder Trevor Smith completed a milestone on 12th January when he made his 500th appearance for the Stones.

Fittingly Smith reached the milestone in a game against one of the other clubs he has played for St Neots and after the match the Stones man was presented with a cake to mark the occasion by Steve Kuhne, his former Rowley Park team mate.
Strikers Liam Harrold and Phil Stebbing are back from suspension and injury respectively to boost Stones’ pursuit of honours on numerous fronts but Ashley Stevens is still at least six weeks from a return following his foot operation.

Holbeach goal ace departs

After turning down a series of moves this season, Holbeach striker Liam Nimmo has finally been tempted away from Carters Park by the opportunity to play Conference North football with Gainsborough. The former Grimsby Town youngster, twice winner of the league’s Goalscorer of the Month award this season, joined the Tigers in the close season from Wisbech. Also leaving the club is another summer recruit from the Fenmen, Matt Oswin linking up with Brigg in the UniBond League.

Better news from Holbeach is the return to the squad of Antonio Pascu, the Romanian is back from a couple of months in his home country.

Buckby sign strike duo

Long Buckby’s squad has been cut to the bare bones with the loss of 30 goal top scorer Ben Foster to BGB League Corby Town and Jason Lee’s departure to go travelling for a couple of months.

Manager Glen Botterill has added two front runners to his squad, with the widely travelled Simon Underwood and Fazel Koriya both joining Buckby from Rothwell Town.

Also joining the Bucks is Sileby defender Ryan Tapp.
Ashby links up with Cogenhoe

Former Wellingborough Town player manager Nick Ashby has joined Premier Division rivals Cogenhoe as a player.

The 37 year old former England semi pro international defender has teamed up again with his former Rushden & Diamonds team mate and Cooks manager Darren Collins, and made an instant impact at his new club with a debut goal in the 4-0 success at Potton on 12th January. 
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Ar Tarn funding boost
Desborough have been successful in securing a grant from the Maud Elkington Trust to carry out facility improvements at the Waterworks Field. A further application for funding is being made to the Football Foundation to assist with the work.

Corby Town midfielder Paul Caswell is a recent addition to the Ar Tarn squad, but experienced campaigner Robbie Maddox has made the reverse move, linking up with the Steelmen.

Two recruits for Eagles

Stotfold have added two new faces to their squad in recent weeks as they move into the business end of the season.

Wide man Arin Fehmi has switched from title rivals St Neots, but is currently out of action after suffering a broken nose, while Daniel Douglas has joined the Eagles from Dunstable. The teenage forward has helped Bedfordshire enjoy a good run in the FA County Youth Cup this season.

Defender or midfielder Ian Morrison will miss the remainder of the season through injury.

Poachers hit by suspensions
Boston Town’s pursuit of honours is facing a stern examination after a series of suspensions left them with a wafer thin squad.

Laszlo Lovas has now completed his ban but Garath Pritchard, Shaun Baker and Ollie Pinner are all set to miss matches during the next few weeks.
Manager Bob Don-Duncan has added a couple of higher grade players as cover with Boston United defender Rob Wesley and Hemel Hempstead forward Josh Sozzo signing forms. 
Left sided player Matt Price has also returned to action in recent weeks – the former skipper has been out of action for the last year through injury.

Injuries hamper Swans progress

Newport Pagnell have struggled for form recently with the absence of key players contributing to their poor run of results. Goalkeeper James Howarth has been sidelined with a shoulder injury for a couple of months while a back problem has kept defender John Thorpe on the sidelines.

The Swans continue to develop players from within with goalkeeper Stuart Dorrill, and Andy Cleere the latest to progress from the youth ranks to Premier Division football.

Another Newport teenager Drew Mitten has recently been trialling with Conference club Rushden & Diamonds.

Familiar faces return to Stewarts & Lloyds colours

Stewarts & Lloyds have welcomed two familiar faces back to Occupation Road in recent weeks as they bid to regain the winning habit.

Defender Dave Donativo has rejoined the club after leaving for Desborough in the close season while midfield man Pete Sneddon is back with the Foundrymen after a spell in the BGB League with Rothwell Town.
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Smyth in Whitworths exit

Hugely successful Whitworths manager Joe Smyth has stepped down from the helm of the London Road outfit due to increased work commitments after recently changing his job.

Former Whitworths player Smyth was part of the management team as the reserve side won promotion, before succeeding Mark Desborough as first team manager in the summer of 2005.

After leading the Flourmen to a top three finish in his first season in charge, Smyth saw his side complete their 30 match Division One programme without defeat last term as they won the title for the first time.

Taking over at London Road is Smyth’s right hand man since the summer, Kevin Fox. The one time Lincoln and Kettering goalkeeper has previously managed Stewarts & Lloyds and been on the coaching staff at both Rothwell Town and Corby Town.

Lenihan takes Eynesbury reins

The last managerial change of 2007 came at Eynesbury, where Dean Shipp resigned on Boxing Day after Rovers lost to Huntingdon. Shipp, a former Eynesbury goalkeeper, had been in charge at Hall Road for two and a half years having previously been reserve manager for five years.

Taking over the Rovers reins is Alan Lenihan who was previously part of the management team at Peterborough Sports who won the Peterborough League championship and Northants Junior Cup last season. Lenihan ran one of Peterborough’s top Sunday sides Lord Westwood for many years and was also reserve and youth manager at Stamford.

Assisting Lenihan is former Eynesbury player Pat O’Keeffe. The former Peterborough United professional was also part of the Peterborough Sports backroom staff last term and was previously assistant manager at both Stamford and Deeping.

A host of new faces have been recruited at Hall Road. Defender Sam Kingston and midfielder Abubakarr Kamara have arrived from Yaxley, midfielder Brett Bellamy has moved from Huntingdon and midfielder Luke Thackham from Alconbury.

Four players have arrived from Peterborough Sports. Defenders Ben Lawrence and Joe Duffy and strikers Jamie Graham and Chris Brown have all followed the new management team to Hall Road.

Fenemore links up with Sileby

Sileby manager Gary Petts has brought Mark Fenemore into his management team to replace Danny Mackintosh who has left Fernie Fields to join Kislingbury.
Fenemore was until recently reserve team boss at Rugby Town, having previously held a similar post with Woodford United.
Marc Ansell has rejoined the Rangers backroom staff. He will assist Paul Leneghan with the reserve side.

Former Rugby duo Leon Whitmee and Jonathan Carrington have checked in at Fernie Fields along with former Wellingborough pair Ryan Grant and Ollie Garafalo. 
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Scully joins Park Wanderers backroom staff

Division One strugglers Burton Park Wanderers have added Paul Scully to their backroom staff. The former Whitworths and Rothwell Corinthians reserve manager has taken up a coaching role at Latimer Park.

New faces on the playing side are Stewarts & Lloyds midfielder Pete Callan, Desborough front runner Darren Burt and striker Luke McIlroy, who rejoins Wanderers from Rothwell Corinthians.

Burt and Callan were both among the scorers as Burton opened 2008 with a win over champions Whitworths, only their second league victory of the campaign.

Pacesetters strengthen squad

Runaway Division One leaders Daventry Town have strengthened their squad in recent weeks with two recruits from higher level clubs.

Botterill and Munday the end of year top bosses
The last Manager of the Month awards of 2007 were won by Glenn Botterill of Long Buckby in the Premier Division and Danny Munday of Olney in Division One.

Long Buckby picked up thirteen points from their five Premier Division matches during December to emerge as outsiders for championship honours while Botterill’s case for the accolade was strengthened by his side progressing to the last 32 of the FA Vase for the first time with a Third Round win over Heath Hayes.
