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Smyth takes the Doughboys reins

Ex-Rushden & Diamonds and Stamford man Richard Bailey, most recently with Long Buckby, will add midfield experience. Adam Fitzjohn and Pete Callan have arrived from Sileby, striker Darren Halfyard has switched from Burton Park, Matty Freeman has crossed the fence from Whitworths and Michael Boyle-Chong has signed from Rothwell Town. Completing the new faces is Tom Judge from Rothwell Corinthians.
There have been changes off the field too with chairman Dave Clingo taking a sabbatical, he hands over for the time being to Martin Potton who at various times occupied many posts with the club’s previous incarnation, including chairman and manager.

Familiar faces boost Stotfold ranks

Stotfold’s injury hit squad has been bolstered by the return to the Roker ranks of some familiar faces.
